Pollinator habitats 
all over the region have receded significantly in recent decades, 
leading to dramatic decreases in bee and butterfly populations, 
resulting in an out-of-balance ecosystem. However, a huge effort 
to restore pollinator habitat is underway. Former pasturelands 
are now large expanses of natural prairie with thriving pollinator 
populations, and we’re doing the same with this cemetery. With 
the view of Lake Kenabee and dozens of native wildflower species, 
it’s becoming a model for what a green cemetery should be and 
an icon for what beautiful things can happen when we put the 
environment first.
